Find of the Month Guidelines
PURPOSE- The purpose of this guideline is to better help members of Cowtown Treasure Hunters Club to understand the Find-of-the-Month board. 
1. There are nine (9) categories:

A. COIN – You may enter coinage of any origin in the category. 

B. JEWELRY – any item of jewelry may be entered. 

C. RELIC – An item must be at least twenty-five (25) years old and not belong in any other category except the open category. 
D. MILITARY RELIC – Must be of military origin and at least twenty –five (25) years old.

E. TOKEN – Something representing a person, thing or event. A piece of metal stamped; for use as money or ticket. 

F. OPEN –Anything may be entered, i.e., toy, coin, etc. no restrictions. 

G. WHAT IS IT? -
An item which cannot be readily identified. 

H. TOY

I. FORT WORTH – Any item that indicates Fort Worth on it. 
2. Only one (1) item per category, per member will be allowed.

3. In order for an item to be eligible for the find of the month boards, it must be found between the normal meeting dates; i.e. October 16, 2008 and November 20, 2008. An item may only be placed on the boards one (1) time. The person who found the object is the only person who may place the object on the boards. No Proxy. 

4. If there is a question of an item’s eligibility, the Program Directors decision will be the final authority. 

5. VOTING- Only members are allowed to vote on the find of the month with one (1) vote per person per category. Guests are welcome to examine items on the find of the month board, but are not allowed to place an item on the board or to vote on any item on the board. 
6. WINNING- The number of votes an item receives determines the order of finish. In the event of a tie vote, a tie breaker of the Program Directors choosing will determine the deciding vote. 

7. PRIZES* – A silver half-dollar will be given to the winner of each category.  A silver quarter will be given to second place in each category. A silver dime will be given to third place in each category. 

*(A buffalo nickel will be given to the winners in the What’s It category.)
